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French Curriculum Implementation Overview
Snapshot of pedagogy across the school – informed by children’s work and learning walks
Whole school
French is linked throughout the whole school via a sequenced curriculum that builds on the knowledge, skills and behaviour expectations for each year group. Where appropriate, French teaching is linked to learning in other subjects. French speaking is encouraged around the school and songs and actions are practised throughout the week.
In EYFS
Children learn French through songs, games, actions and movement. Nouns are introduced and practised and linked to topics such as At the Farm, Christmas and Easter. Sessions are adult led.
In Key Stage One and Two
French teaching is sequenced to build upon the 3 pillars of progression in MFL: vocabulary, phonics and grammar. Time is given to practise pronunciation as well as how to use vocabulary in context and enjoyed through songs and games to reinforce long term memory.

Children learn French through songs, stories, movement, actions and games. They learn individual nouns and can respond to them by giving an action or pointing to a picture.
Children learn French through the topics of My Family, Where I Live and Things I like. They learn to start developing opinions and being able to respond to simple questions in French
Children learn French through the topics of Food, My Free Time and Stories. They learn to start developing opinions and being able to respond to simple questions in French. They start to respond in sentences
Year 3 learn about describing themselves and other people and their free time. They learn to listen and respond to questions and sentences, speak fluently and with good pronunciation; understand written French and begin to write in French using a scaffold.
Children learn to describe animals and how to use adjectives in French. They learn to give opinions about where they live and learn through stories. They learn to listen and respond to questions and sentences, speak fluently and with good pronunciation; understand written French and write more detailed sentences in French.





French Curriculum Intent Overview - Vision
At Marshbrook, the vision for French teaching is to inspire a love of languages and cultures. French learning enables children to express their ideas and thoughts in another language, and to understand and respond to its speakers, which is essential, practical knowledge for all global citizens in the 21st century. More than this, it about children exploring the relationship between language and identity, about developing an international outlook and growing into an enhanced understanding of the world and their place within it. French is taught by a specialist teacher through weekly lessons based around a theme. 
 
Key Notes from Last Inspection on 6th July 2022
There are inconsistencies in how subject leaders monitor the effectiveness of the curriculum implementation. 
This means that sometimes subject leaders are unable to identify and address the specific aspects in the areas they lead on that need to be improved. 
Leaders should ensure that all subject leaders are able to carry out their roles more effectively so that they are able to further improve the quality of education that pupils receive.
Subject leaders have the right knowledge and experience to be able to lead their subjects well. 
They do have opportunities to find out how well their subjects are being implemented. However, these opportunities are not always organised well enough for them to build a complete picture of what is going well and what needs to get better.

Children are proud of their French knowledge and enjoy showing their knowledge to staff. Children use French in the corridors and the social areas when greeting staff. 
Most children meet the end of year expectations in French and some children exceed expectations. French has a high profile in the school and French songs have been included in Christmas plays for the last 2 years for all years including EYFS. 
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
